Regular text is written as plain text. You can write an entire paragraph in
one line, or split lines in any way you want

You can use an empty line to start a new paragraph.

Using Latex markup commands

As you can see, markup such as (sub)section headers are introduced using
latex commands starting with a backslash. You can use italic and bold text
as needed.

Quotations can be given latex style for ‘single’ or “double” quotations
marks, or a bit easier using the “csquotes” packages included above. You
can also copy-paste the ‘smart quotes’ directly from e.g. MSWord.
